TO attend a safetymeetingprior to operating your equip-
ment. Safety meetings will be announced periodically.

2. All operators of tractors, engines, garden tractors must be
|l east 16 years ol d with a
ACAEC safety meeting with a parent and have parental
signed authorization form.

3. As the owner of a piece of equipment, tractor, engine, etc,
YOU are responsible for the safe condition and operation
your machine.

4. All operating stationary equipment must be roped off for
safety.

5. All sharp or projecting parts of equipment must be covereg

6. All vehicles must use EXTREME CAUTION and operated
slow speed (walking speed).

7. Certain areas may be designated for handicapped vehicle
ONLY.

8. All vehicles must YIELD to PEDISTRIANS as they have tH
right of way.

9. All drivers and riders of moving equipment SHOULD have|

designated seat, please no riding on fenders or drawbars.

10. All operating equipment (tractors and engimagt be shut
off when refueling and when unattended.

11. No dripping of gasoline from fuel tanks or carburetors. Al
fuel must be kept in approved containers, no glass conta

12. All moving vehicles and tractors on the grounds must ha
working brakes.

13. All equipment owners and operators must obey the Safe
Officials

14. All ACAEC members have the authority to enforce these
rules.

15. If you fail to follow these rules may result in being asked
leave the ACAEC grounds.
