 Financially, we have replaced the money we borrowed 

from the Assets Preservation Fund, and are ready to put new roofs 

on the kitchen and pavilion, as well as the restrooms.  Plans are 

being made to provide better weather protection for the people 

who work the admissions gate since the framework for those 

canopies were damaged with the heavy winds from a storm after 

the show. 

 We have had to become more particular concerning what 

donations we accept or undertake on the grounds as our museums 

and spaced have filled up considerably.  We now only accept the 

rare or famous!  Such is the case with our latest project.  Through 

the kindness of Bill Kline and Ed Kaylor, we have been offered a 

very rare Bovaird and Seufang Mfg. Co. engine which originally 

sold with the power unit and was located at Kaylor Station Lease.  

No one seems to know of another one like it.  The building was 

specifically designed to house the engine.  Bill Kline and Ed 

Kaylor made the deal with us, and the club has voted to accept 

this donation.  It comes complete with the building. All the sheet 

metal has been removed from the framework and hauled to our 

club grounds to be reassembled.  Plans are to dismantle the rest of 

the building soon and the engine, which has already been cleaned 

and oiled, will be moved to its new home.  It was a good running 

engine when shut down, and should require little attention to be 

on display and running for future shows.  The problem is that we 

are short on money to fund this project as it just dropped into our 

laps with little chance to plan finances!  For those who wish to 

help out financially, any donation amount will be appreciated.

memories of the ó83 show which viewers tell us was bigger 
and definitely better than last year.  Our Sat. and Sun. 
records show an attendance in excess of 2,000 children 
and adults, and 90 exhibitors.  On Saturday the Ladiesô 
Auxilary and volunteer helpers turned over $474.00 which 
they cleared from food and refreshment sales.  In addition 
to gate receipts based on $1.00 per person over 14, 
monies were received from sale of ground wheat and corn, 
button sales, concession sales and magazine and 
membership sales.  After bills were paid the treasury 
reflected a show profit of $1855.03.ò
